The Students And Scholars’ International Assistance Fund (SAIH) is the biggest student 49 

movement for international solidarity in Norway. SAIH was established in 1961 as a part of the 50 

Norwegian students’ anti-apartheid movement and is one of the oldest solidarity organizations 51 

in Norway. SAIH believes that education is essential for creating a functional society and is one 52 

of the tools for defeating poverty. SAIH is for students by students.  53 

The foundation of SAIH are the universities and colleges all over Norway. SAIH has local 54 

chapters which hold debates, seminars and campaigns in 12 different campuses across the 55 

country.  SAIH does not have personal memberships, instead, the local chapters, student 56 

democracies, university boards and student organizations are members.  57 

Both the Student Parliament and the University Board at NMBU are members. Additionally, 58 

SAIH Ås is also an established and active local chapter within SAIH.  59 

Every year thousands of students contribute to SAIH’s work through the «tenners scheme», a 60 

voluntary donation made when they pay their semester fee.

2114.1 Welfare Funds arrangement 437 

  Case responsible: The Student Board 438 
 439 
Purpose: 440 
To discuss the Welfare funds arrangement 441 
 442 
Background 443 
This previous year it has been explored new solutions for the Welfare Funds arrangement. 444 
Today’s model is basically ok, but the Student Parliament decided in the Plan of Action 2020 to 445 
revise the arrangement. Due to the pandemic and other incidents that have occurred the work 446 
has been put on hold this fall, and now it has been started up again. Seeing that the university is 447 
growing, we wish to have a system for allocation funds that are more efficient than the current 448 
system has been, so that we have the opportunity to consecutively meet the needs of the 449 
student body. Several different systems have been considered, and now Student Parliament’s 450 
answer to the following question is required before a proposed arrangement is presented at 451 
Student Parliament before summer. 452 
 453 
The arrangement we have today consist of welfare funds and community meeting funds. In 454 
addition there are inclusions funds, that is a separate amount. The welfare funds are for 455 
societies and organizations, and are divided into basic support a permanent sum that societies 456 
receives based on their number of members, and activity funds which the societies applies for 457 
specific activities. The committee for the allocation of Welfare Funds consist of two 458 
representatives from the Student Board, two representatives elected by the Student 459 
Parliament, the financial officer from Samfunnet as well as a representative from the SiÅs-460 
Board. This committee submits a proposal for allocation , which is processed by the Student 461 
Parliament. The Community meeting funds is a pot that everyone can apply for, for arrange 462 
thematic meetings on campus.  463 
 464 
In addition, NMBU and SiÅs allocate funds for inclusion purposes, Samfunnet, UKA and athletic 465 
society through their own budgets every spring. It has been discussed whether the Student 466 
Councils should have the responsibility to allocate parts of the Welfare funds, for example to 467 
the academic organizations. A discussion around whether it is appropriate to gather the funds 468 
that allocated to welfare to a more complete arrangement is desired.  469 
 470 

• Do Student Councils wish to have the responsibility for part of the Welfare Funds? 471 

• What should the purpose of the Welfare Funds be? How do we achieve this? 472 
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• Is today’s allocation with 92% in the spring and 8 % in the fall ok? 473 

• Should we work for a more complete welfare system , that Samfunnet, UKA and NMBUI 474 

are also a part of?  475

2114.2 Paid resident parking at SiÅs housing 479 

   Case Responsible: SiÅs Board 480 
 481 
Purpose: 482 
Discuss the Student Parliament’s attitudes towards paid parking at SiÅs’s residences 483 
 484 
Background: 485 
The SiÅs-Board are considering to start up with paid resident parking at SiÅs Housing, and 486 
they want to get the opinion of the Student Parliament about this, and explore what type of 487 
solutions that the Student parliament feel can be presented for paid resident parking.  488 
It is a challenge for SiÅs to cover the needs for parking to everyone who wants it. All new 489 
projects in Ås municipality are only allowed to create parking spaces that covers 10% of the 490 
residences. This also entails SiÅs residences in Skogveien, an area with great shortage of 491 
parking spaces. The coverage is 30,4% for Pentagon student village, 26% for Skogveien, 492 
Kajaveien, Utveien and Rådhusplassen combined. 50 % of the tenants in Pentagon are 493 
registered with a car, and this just don’t add up. Because of the the Municipality’s regulation 494 
plan SiÅs can’t build any more parking spaces than exist today.  495 
A parking space includes several costs. It is the establishing fee, maintenance fees like snow 496 
clearing, scattering of gravel, and lighting. And also maintenance of the asphalt, markings and 497 
administrative costs. Today all these costs are set under Siås housing, which means they are 498 
covered by rents.  499 
 500 
Siås’ wish for the future is to free up the parking lot behind Mølla and Pomona for new student 501 
housing, since good and affordable properties are hard to come by. This together with the 502 
regulations from the Municipality and interpretation of the environmental political document 503 
from Student Parliament has led the SiÅs-Board to consider the following solution: 504 
Starting at the rental period 01.07.2021 will resident parking have a fee. The arrangement we 505 
suggest is as follows: 506 

- All students can register a car with SiÅs. 507 

- Per month there will be a fee of 100kr 508 

- There is no guarantee that du will be able to park even if you have paid the fee 509 
- You can pay to park per day with the Easy park arrangement 510 

 511 
It is suggested that the arrangement is to be evaluated after a year to see the effect of it, where 512 
the Student Parliament can be a part of the evaluation. In addition, it is thought that the income 513 
from paid resident parking goes to improve cycle and walking options with more and better 514 
bicycle parking, markings and maintenance of walkways and improved lighting for the people 515 
who walk. 516

Working instructions for the Election Committee at NMBU 572 

      Approved at Student Parliament 5 - 07.10.2014 573 
 574 
With Elections, it is meant all elections, both elections made by Student Parliament and all 575 
Electronic Ballot Elections, where the whole student body have the right to vote. Not included 576 
are institute and faculty elections. 577 
 578 
Purpose: 579 
The Election Committee shall ensure that elections to the Student Democracy at NMBU is 580 
executed according to the Statutes, especially Chapter 5 Elections  581 
 582 
Composition and meetings: 583 

• The Election Committee consist of 4 members. The organizational secretary of the 584 

Student Parliament acts as secretary for the election committee, and do not have the 585 

right to vote. 586 

• The election committee chooses their own president/leader. If there is a tie in a vote, 587 

the leaders vote counts double. 588 

• The leader of the Election Committee and Organizational secretary can summon 589 

meetings. The leader of the Election committee can choose to summon a meeting where 590 

the Organizational secretary do not have the right to meet if so is desired. All the 591 

Election Committee representatives have an obligation to attend every election 592 

committee meeting.  593 

• The election committee are quorate when at least 60% of the committee is present at a 594 

meeting.  595 

• Representatives in the election committee cannot run for any other elections in their 596 

Election Committee period, with an exception of a reelection to the Election Committee.  597 

 598 
Instructions: 599 

• The Election Committee shall ensure that there are qualified candidates to all elections 600 

that are the Election Committees’ responsibility 601 

• The Election Committee shall work together with the Student Councils in order to get an 602 

overview of potential candidates. 603 

• The Election Committee shall search amongst all NMBU students to find qualified 604 

candidates to elect, they shall strive to include all study cultures, both campuses and 605 

both genders are amongst the candidates. 606 

• The Election Committee is case responsible for all election cases in Student Parliament 607 

and can suggest candidates. Representatives of the Election Committee can express 608 

dissent of the suggestions if there is a disagreement about candidates. 609 

• The Election Committee shall in cooperation with the Student councils and the SB 610 

ensure that all students are well informed about upcoming elections and encourage 611 
students to run for election. 612

1 The Welfare Funds  918 

 919 

1.1 Purpose  920 

The Welfare Funds are given to student groups and organisations at Campus Ås who contribute to a 921 
vibrant, diverse and including student life. The welfare funds mainly support activities at campus ÅS. All 922 
groups and organisations at Campus Ås can apply for welfare funds. 923 
 924 
The Welfare Funds consist of basic support, activity funds and student meeting funds. 92 % of the 925 
welfare funds are given out at Student Parliament meeting 2, and the remaining 8 % are given out at 926 
Student Parliament meeting 5. The remaining 8 % are earmarked new groups and organizations and 927 
unforeseen activities.  928 
 929 

1.2 Basic support   930 

The basic support covers basic working expenses, such as office supplies, printing, Internet 931 
domain etc. Groups and organizations may only receive basic support once a year at a 932 
maximum of 1200 NOK, as well as maximum 2000 NOK in extra basic support. All groups and 933 
organizations may apply for basic support. The basic support is calculated on the basis of the 934 
number of members who are students at Campus Ås, according to the following model:  935

If the team/fraternity does not require membership, the number of active participants at 945 
various activities arranged by the group/organization is used as the basis of calculation.

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Activity funds stimulates an active and including student life and are assigned to activities in need of 957 
extra financial support. The activity funds are only for activities at/nearby Campus Ås. All teams and 958 
fraternities at Campus Ås can apply for activity funds.

Teams/fraternities may transfer funds from one activity to another within the same Teams/fraternities; 971 
however, the transfer must be approved by the welfare officer of the Student Board. The transmission 972 
must be specified and justified in the Annual Report and be enclosed with next year's application.  973

If the team/fraternity have Activity funds spare at the end of the year, they have to transfer the money 975 
to the students Welfare fund before the next application deadline. Teams/fraternities  may apply to use 976 
the remaining welfare funds between the end of the year and the application deadline. This have to be 977 
approved by the Welfare Officer. If the spare funds are not repaid within the deadline, the applicant will 978 
not receive any welfare funds.    979

The applicants are divided into thematic groups in order to ensure equal treatment of applicants from 981 
fairly similar organizations and to simplify allocation routines. The allocation committee should strive 982 
for an even distribution between the thematic groups, in relation to the number of applicants in each 983 
thematic group, the thematic group's financial needs and the quality of the applications. 984

Academic organizations   986 
Academic organizations organize students from one of Campus Ås’ faculties, institutes of study 987 
programs. Academic organizations promote students’ academic interests through business 988 
presentations and evenings with academic content, creating cohesion through social events.

Organizations promoting culture among the Campus Ås’ students belong in this group; choirs, 992 
instrumental groups, and music groups, dancing groups, theatre groups, film club, the 993 
photography club and fraternities/sororities.

1.4 Student meeting funds 1010 

Student meeting funds are Welfare Funds aimed for Student meetings, academically and political events 1011 
at Samfunnet, such as debates and presentations. It is required that the supported event is open to all 1012 
Campus Ås students. The allocated amount is determined by the Student Parliament at the Student 1013 
Parliament meeting no. 2. All Teams/fraternities, including the Student Society/samfunnet Board, may 1014 
apply for student meeting funds until the funds are empty.  1015

Applications for student meeting funds should be handed in to the Student Board Welfare Officer at 1017 
least one month before the event. The applicant have to give a report from the event to the Welfare 1018 
Officer two weeks after the event took place. Activities receiving support from student meeting funds 1019 
will not be supported by activity funds. If there are spare student meeting funds at the time of the 1020 
following allocation of ordinary welfare funds, the student meeting funds shall be transferred to the 1021

• Travelling expenses   1029 

• Teams/fraternities or activities who belongs to a mother organization who receives welfare 1030 
funds 1031 

• Teams/fraternities that are supported by the semester fee, such as NMBUI-teams.  1032 

• Alcohol, nicotine, narcotics and other drugs.  1033 

• Activities aimed to make money for the group/organization, such as cake sale. 1034 

• Support to other organisations 1035 

• Associations that fall under corporate law 1036 

• Group/organization outfit. 1037

1.6 Lose the right to receive welfare funds 1040 

Teams/fraternities with incomplete applications do not receive welfare funds for the allocation applied 1041 
for. Teams/fraternities who abuse the welfare funds will not be supported at the next allocation. 1042 
Teams/fraternities who do not return unused activity funds within the next welfare fund application 1043 
deadline will not be supported by the next allocation of welfare funds.   1044

Teams and fraternities that express differential treatment or discrimination regarding gender, 1046 
ethnicity, religion, spirituality, impairments, sexual orientation, gender identity or gender 1047 
expression in their actions or statements, will after an approved complaint not receive any 1048 
funds at the two next allocations.

There is money left over from the welfare funds because 1074 
the amount applied for is smaller than the Welfare fund, if the activities applied for does not correspond 1075 
with the Welfare funds purpose, or because applications are incomplete. The president of the Student 1076

The committee evaluates the allocation 1104 
process and suggests necessary changes in the rules and regulations for allocation of the Welfare funds 1105 
and application form see paragraph 7, Revision.

4.2 Composition 1108 

The committee of allocating of welfare funds consists of: 1109 

• Welfare Officer of the Student board (chair). 1110 

• International Officer of the Student board. 1111 

• Finance manager of the Samfunnsst Board. 1112 

• One student representative from the SiÅs board. 1113 

• One person who has previously been a part of the committee.  1114 

• Two representatives elected by the Student Parliament. The representatives are elected at the 1115 
Student Parliament meeting 4 in the spring and will participate in the committee the following 1116 
academic year.  1117

4.3 Quorum 1119 

The committee has a quorum for allocation of Welfare funds when at least four of the representatives 1120 
are present and voting. A member of the committee is not allowed to vote and not be present when the 1121 
committee discuss teams/fraternities he/she is or has been a member of. Whether this applies to the 1122 
Welfare officer, she/he presents the application and leaves the room. The welfare representative may 1123 
only be retrieved for direct clarifying questions regarding the application.   1124

 4.4 Working method 1126 

The Welfare officer reads through all applications and set up a list of applications and a preliminary 1127 
proposal of allocation. The allocation committee meets 1-2 times before Student Parliament meeting 2, 1128 
and 1-2 times prior Student Parliament meeting 5. The committee goes through all the applications and 1129 
adjust the proposal given by the welfare officer. The welfare officer presents the committees setting at 1130 
the Student Parliament meeting. Teams/fraternities may have a meeting with the welfare 1131 
representative to discuss the assignment and any unclear part.  1132 
 1133

1.2 Basic support   1203

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1.3 Activity funds   1230

1.6 Lose the right to receive welfare funds 1317 

Teams/fraternities with incomplete applications do not receive welfare funds for the allocation applied 1318 
for.

Teams/fraternities who have higher basic operating expenses than normal, such as new 1617 
organizations, (under 5 years) may apply for extra basic support. If a team or fraternity applies 1618 
for extra basic support, shall this be specified in the application. 1619

1.3 Activity funds   1621 

Activity funds stimulates an active and including student life and are assigned to activities in need of 1622 
extra financial support. The activity funds are only for activities at/nearby Campus Ås. All teams and 1623 
fraternities at Campus Ås can apply for activity funds.  1624

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Activities open for many/all students will be prioritized by the Welfare Funds committee. The 1626 
committee aims to conserve traditions and diversity at Campus Ås and will support this. Visible and 1627 
active teams/fraternities will be rewarded for their commitment.  1628

To receive Activity funds, the application must contain information about the activities (attachment 2). 1630 
The use of the Welfare Funds must be documented for each activity in the budget. Applications without 1631 
budget will not be handled by the committee.   1632 
 1633 
Teams/fraternities may transfer funds from one activity to another within the same Teams/fraternities; 1634 
however, the transfer must be approved by the officer responsible for welfare funds at the Student 1635 
Board. The funds must be used within the same calendar year. The transmission must be specified and 1636 
justified in the Annual Report and be enclosed with next year's application.  1637 
 1638 
If the team/fraternity have Activity funds spare at the end of the year, they have to transfer the money 1639 
to the students Welfare fund before the next application deadline. Teams/fraternities may apply to use 1640 
the remaining welfare funds between the end of the year and the application deadline. This have to be 1641 
approved by the Officer responsible for Welfare Funds. If the spare funds are not repaid within the 1642 
deadline, the applicant will not receive any welfare funds.    1643 
 1644 
The applicants are divided into thematic groups in order to ensure equal treatment of applicants from 1645 
fairly similar organizations and to simplify allocation routines. The allocation committee should strive 1646 
for an even distribution between the thematic groups, in relation to the number of applicants in each 1647 
thematic group, the thematic group's financial needs and the quality of the applications. 1648

Academic organizations   1650 
Academic organizations organize students from one of Campus Ås’ faculties, institutes of study 1651 
programs. Academic organizations promote students’ academic interests through business 1652 
presentations and evenings with academic content, creating cohesion through social events.  1653 
 1654 
Music and culture  1655 
Organizations promoting culture among the Campus Ås’ students belong in this group; choirs, 1656 
instrumental groups, and music groups, dancing groups, theatre groups, film club, the 1657 
photography club and fraternities/sororities.  1658 
 1659 
Politics, society and religion 1660 
Politics, society and religion are political organizations, organizations promoting general social 1661 
commitment or specific social interest, and religious organizations.  1662 

 1663 
Internationally focused organizations 1664 
These are organizations that focus on international student relations; either by working to 1665 
achieve greater contact between the students of Campus Ås and the international society, by 1666 
spreading knowledge to the students of Campus Ås concerning the international affairs, or by 1667 
ensuring the flow of knowledge between the students of Campus Ås and those of other 1668 
countries and cultures.  1669

Other organizations     1671 
This category includes clubs and organizations whose purpose are primarily social. 1672 
Teams/fraternities whose purpose does not belong in the other categories. 1673

1.4 Funds for academic and political events 1675 

Funds for academic and political events are Welfare Funds aimed for community meetings, 1676 
academically and political events at Samfunnet, such as debates and presentations. It is required that 1677 
the supported event is open to all Campus Ås students. The allocated amount is determined by the 1678 
Student Parliament at the Student Parliament meeting no. 2. All Teams/fraternities, including the 1679 
Student Society/Samfunnet Board, may apply for funds for academic and political events until the funds 1680 
are empty.  1681 
 1682 
Applications for funds for academic and political events should be handed in to the Officer responsible 1683 
for Welfare Funds at the Student Board. least three (3) weeks before the event. The applicant has to 1684 
give a report from the event to the Officer responsible for Welfare Funds no longer than two weeks 1685 
after the event took place. Activities receiving support from funds for academic and political events will 1686 
not be supported by activity funds. If there are spare funds for academic and political events at the time 1687 
of the following allocation of ordinary welfare funds, funds for academic and political events shall be 1688 
transferred to the Student Welfare fund. 1689

1.5 Not eligible for support 1691 

The welfare funds do not support 1692 

• Internal activities within the teams/fraternities. The exception is the academic student 1693 
associations. 1694 

• Activities outside Ås. Except for groups with a focus on outdoor activities.  1695 

• Shows or activities supported by Studentsamfunnet I Ås /UKA 1696 

• Travelling expenses   1697 

• Teams/fraternities or activities who belongs to a mother organization who receives welfare 1698 
funds 1699 

• Teams/fraternities that are supported by the semester fee, such as NMBUI-teams.  1700 

• Alcohol, nicotine, narcotics and other drugs.  1701 

• Activities aimed to make money for the group/organization, such as cake sale. 1702 

• Support to other organisations 1703 

• Associations that fall under corporate law 1704 

• Group/organization outfit. 1705 
 1706 

1.6 Lose the right to receive welfare funds 1707 

Teams/fraternities with incomplete applications do not receive welfare funds for the allocation applied 1708 
for. Teams/fraternities who abuse the welfare funds will not be supported at the next allocation. 1709 
Teams/fraternities who do not return unused activity funds within the next welfare fund application 1710 
deadline will not be supported by the next allocation of welfare funds.   1711 

 1712 
Teams and fraternities that express differential treatment or discrimination regarding gender, 1713 
ethnicity, religion, spirituality, impairments, sexual orientation, gender identity or gender 1714 
expression in their actions or statements, will after an approved complaint not receive any 1715 
funds at the two next allocations. 1716 
 1717 
Exceptions from this is when the differential treatment has a sensible purpose, such as 1718 
admission to gender divided fraternities/choirs or geographical fraternities. 1719 
 1720 
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1.7 Complaint treatment 1721 

If a party should wish to form a complaint, this shall be done in writing to the Student Board 1722 
(AU). AU will then review the case and inform the fraternity that has received the complaint. 1723 
This will at latest happen one day before the case papers for the upcoming Student Parliament 1724 
are due.  1725 
 1726 
When the case is up for treatment at the Student Parliament it will be presented in a neutral 1727 
fashion by AU. Impartibility for the parliament representatives will be treated according to the 1728 
impartibility clause in the Student Parliament’s statutes. Individuals, teams or fraternities that 1729 
have either formed or received a complaint will be allowed to express their side of the story 1730 
either in writing or orally at Student Parliament. 1731 
 1732 
The Student Parliament will decide whether the team’s/fraternity’s behavior is in violation of 1733 
the rules. If the complaint is approved, the team/fraternity will lose the opportunity to receive 1734 
welfare funds at the two next allocations. 1735 
 1736 

2 The Students Welfare Fund 1737 

The Student Welfare Fund is used for bigger welfare initiatives. All Welfare funds that are unused shall 1738 
be transferred to The Students Welfare Fund. There is money left over from the welfare funds because 1739 
the amount applied for is smaller than the Welfare fund, if the activities applied for does not correspond 1740 
with the Welfare funds purpose, or because applications are incomplete. The president of the Student 1741 
Board, SiÅs Board and Student Society/Samfunnet Board may give suggestions to the use of The 1742 
Student Welfare Fund to the Student Parliament. The Student Parliament decides whether they support 1743 
the proposal or not.   1744 
 1745 

3 Applications 1746 

All Teams/fraternities who apply for welfare funds have to use the stated application form. Appendices 1747 
can be written on a template determined by the Welfare Officer.  1748 
 1749 
Those Teams/fraternities who only apply for basic support (appendix 1) encloses a list of members 1750 
with the application (appendix 2). Teams/fraternities who apply for activity funds have to, in addition 1751 
of attachment 1, enclose information and budget for the activities applied for (appendix 3). 1752 
Teams/fraternities that received activity funds and/or received basic support for the first time at the 1753 
last allocation of welfare funds have to enclose an annual report including accounting (appendix 4). 1754 
New groups/organizations and Teams/fraternities who only received basic support at last allocation of 1755 
welfare funds do not have to enclose an annual report.    1756

4 Committee of allocation of the welfare funds  1765 

4.1 Mandate 1766 

The allocation committee of Welfare Funds evaluates all the applications received, and give the Student 1767 
Parliament a proposal of a fair allocation of the Welfare funds. The committee considers the content of 1768

The committee evaluates the allocation 1769 
process and suggests necessary changes in the rules and regulations for allocation of the Welfare funds 1770 
and application form see paragraph 7, Revision.  1771

4.2 Composition 1773 

The committee of allocating of welfare funds consists of: 1774 

• The officer responsible for the welfare funds at the Student board (chair). 1775 

• The officer who is the leader of the inclusion funds committee at the Student board. (if the is the 1776 
same person as the one responsible for the welfare funds, another representative of the Student 1777 
Board steps in) 1778 

• Finance manager of the Samfunnet Board. 1779 

• One student representative from the SiÅs board. 1780 

• One person who has previously been a part of the committee.  1781 

• Two representatives elected by the Student Parliament. The representatives are elected at the 1782 
Student Parliament meeting 4 in the spring and will participate in the committee the following 1783 
academic year.  1784 

  1785 

4.3 Quorum 1786 

The committee has a quorum for allocation of Welfare funds when at least four of the representatives 1787 
are present and voting. A member of the committee is not allowed to vote and not be present when the 1788 
committee discuss teams/fraternities the person concerning is or has been a member of. Whether this 1789 
applies to the officer responsible for the welfare funds at the Student Board, the person concerning 1790 
presents the application and leaves the room. The officer responsible for welfare funds may only be 1791 
retrieved for direct clarifying questions regarding the application.   1792 
 1793 

 4.4 Working method 1794 

The officer responsible for the Welfare Funds reads through all applications and set up a list of 1795 
applications and a preliminary proposal of allocation. The allocation committee meets 1-2 times before 1796 
Student Parliament meeting 2, and 1-2 times prior Student Parliament meeting 5. The committee goes 1797 
through all the applications and adjust the proposal given by the officer responsible for the welfare 1798 
funds. The officer responsible for the welfare funds presents the committees setting at the Student 1799 
Parliament meeting. Teams/fraternities may have a meeting with the the officer responsible for the 1800 
welfare funds to discuss the assignment and any unclear part.  1801 
 1802 
Questions and comments should be addressed to the officer responsible for the welfare funds and not to 1803 
any of the committee’s members.  1804 
 1805 

5 Allocations  1806 

The Student Parliament approves the allocation of welfare funds. The Student Parliament may make 1807 
changes to the allocation committees’ proposal. The Welfare funds are allocated at Student Parliament 1808 
meeting 2 in the spring and Student Parliament meeting 5 in the autumn.       1809 
 1810 

6 Deadlines   1811 

6.1 Announcement deadlines 1812 

The allocation rules and regulations, and the application form, should be made available for all students 1813 
in the beginning January during the spring semester and in the beginning of August during the fall 1814 
semester of each year. The allocation rules and regulations, and the application form are available at 1815 
https://www.studentdemokratiet.no/welfarefunds.

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for allocation of Welfare funds are available online throughout the year. The officer responsible for the 1817 
welfare funds at the Student Board has the main responsibility of announcing the upcoming allocation 1818 
of Welfare funds and application deadline in due time before the application deadline.  1819 

6.2 Application deadline 1820 

The application deadline is set by the welfare officer. In spring, the application deadline is in the 10th of 1821 
February, application deadline in the autumn is around 10th of September. Should the set deadline fall 1822 
on a holiday or weekend, the deadline will be the first upcoming weekday. Late applications will not be 1823 
considered. 1824

6.3 Deadline for treatment of applications 1826 

The allocation of welfare funds is announced at nmbu.no/studenttinget, 1827 
https://www.studentdemokratiet.no/welfarefunds and in the minutes from the Student Parliament 1828 
meeting. The final results of the allocation will be delivered to all applicants by mail no longer than two 1829 
weeks after the approval.  1830

6.4 Deadline of complaints 1832 

Complaints on the treatment of applications must be put forward to the Student Board no more than 7 1833 
days after the letter of reply is received. All groups/organizations have the right to have their complaint 1834 
thoroughly treated and to receive a written answer within a week. 1835 

7 Revision 1836 

The application form and the rules and regulation of the allocation of Welfare funds shall be revised by 1837 
the Student Parliament each even numbered year. Revision of the application form and the rules and 1838 
regulation of Welfare funds are a matter for discussion at Student Parliament meeting 4 and a statutory 1839 
matter at Student Parliament meeting 6. Revised version is valid when passed by the Student 1840 
Parliament. Suggested percentage rates for allocation to the various categories are determined on the 1841 
last Student Parliament meeting each year on request from the allocation committee.  1842
